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Typically, vaccinated people are either asymptomatic

The top 5 symptoms in both periods were: i ) - :

Hd KSIFRI OKS those of a common cold, such as cough, fever or
o® FladdzS 6YAf R 2NJ asgS NEasache, with the addition of significant loss of smell.
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This analysis found no clear difference in the
symptom profile of Delta and Omicron, with only
50% of people experiencing the classic three
symptoms of fever, cough, or loss of sense of smell
or taste.

Loss of smell and taste become much less common.
It was in the top 10 symptoms earlier in 2021, and
now it's ranking with only 1 in 5 people experiencing
it.

While Omicron may feel more like a cold to many of

us, it can still hospitalize and kill people or leave
them suffering with long-term symptoms that
disrupt their day-to-day lives.

Also, the fact that Omicron is much more infectious
than Delta means it can spread quicker.

When cases are really high, large numbers of people
will have to isolate at home for days, something that is
